Joint Honours programmes give students the opportunity to combine two subjects from a range of areas in a structured way. The selected pairings are designed to complement one another and allow students to have a significant amount of choice and flexibility in relation to their learning experience. In addition, the Joint Honours pairings involve students engaging in a range of learning and teaching experiences and assessment opportunities.

English Literature
The study of English Literature at York St John University is characterised by the provision of programmes of study that facilitate the rigorous and in-depth study of English and related literatures. The programmes seek to provide students with opportunities to acquire and develop the ability to evaluate critically and to analyse a range of literary and cultural forms (‘texts’) from across a variety of socio-historical and cultural contexts. We seek to ensure that all students graduate with knowledge of key phases in literary history and with an understanding of developments over time in the main genres of poetry, prose fiction and drama.


	
	We believe that graduates of English literature should develop high-level communication skills and the programmes include modules which foster the development of strong written and oral communication. In addition, students may undertake a work-based module that aims to enhance their employability on graduation.

The programme team will give specific advice and guidance to students in supporting them in making decisions about taking the creative writing pathway. This pathway is clearly outlined in the English Literature programme handbook.

Film Studies

The academic study of film has, in recent years, become a popular alternative and/or complement to traditional arts subjects. Film is both a global product and a local experience. It is also part of the increasingly visual culture that is experienced almost everywhere in the world today. As such it is vital that graduates are introduced to the analysis of film as visual text as well as its location in the circuit of culture that extends beyond national borders. A grounding in these issues will prepare students to work in the culture industries but will also provide an ability to understand and analyse the role of the visual in the contemporary world. In this way Film Studies fits with the University’s strategic aim to prepare students for a future professional role in a complex world.

The Joint Honours programme provides students with a secure foundation of key transferable skills alongside the subject knowledge which will enable them to seek appropriate employment or pursue further study. A feature of the degree is the provision of a sequence of skills modules which have a strong vocational element and which involve students working on topics related to possible pathways of employment in such areas as the media and cultural industries, teaching or community-based work. Skills modules are directly related to the subject of study and enable students to acquire expertise in academic communication, ICT, and research in preparation for the research project or dissertation at level 3.
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	Special features of the programme
English Literature

Some of the English Literature modules are enhanced by opportunities to meet writers both on campus and through projects which bring the best of contemporary writers to the heart of York. These enable our students to mix with students from other institutions and the many residents of York who have an interest in writing. It helps to see literature as a creative response to lived experience, not just the focus of academic study. Audiences often include writers from our own community. Guest speakers include writers studied on specific modules as well as those working in similar fields, thus extending the student understanding of the subject area.

There are opportunities to study abroad at a range of partner institutions in Europe and in North America. Further information about these is available from York St John International.

In year 2, students may take a work-focused module including a fifteen-day placement which is designed to enhance employability on graduation.
Film Studies

The Faculty of Arts has good links with City Screen and with Bradford’s Museum of Photography and Film. Students have the opportunity to work with local businesses such as design agency LazenbyBrown. We are also developing opportunities for students in the Yorkshire Film Archive based on campus. 

The programme offers students the opportunity to study abroad at Universities in North America and Europe.
· Students and staff work in collaboration with a local graphic design agency and website designer to produce a magazine and website called Neutral. 

· Visiting lecturers and guest speakers are regular contributors to a range of modules across the programme.

· As an interdisciplinary subject Film Studies benefits from staff expertise drawn from across the whole Faculty. 

Successful Film Studies graduates benefit from our progression agreement with the University of York whereby a number of places are assured on the MA in Cinema & Society.
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	Criteria for Admission
All candidates must have a minimum of two A2 Levels or equivalent and a grade C in GCSE English Language or a YSJ approved equivalent, plus two further GCSEs at grade C or above. 

Programme academic requirements must also be met by the achievement of appropriate grades in Level 3 qualifications and GCSE Level examinations. The 2011/12 tariff offer ranged from 200-240 points.

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	Level 1 Teaching and Learning and Assessment Strategies  
English Literature

Level 1 is designed to be foundational, and all of its modules are accordingly intended to bridge the gap between previous levels of study and university-level study. Modules in the first semester at this level also aim to introduce students to the lecture-seminar format which may be unfamiliar, and in the second semester to consolidate students’ experience of this format in preparation for Levels 2 and 3. Hence, in order to maximise student guidance and direction at the start of their university studies, Level 1 modules are designated ‘exceptions to the norm’ in terms of the University’s Learning and Teaching model, such that the majority of modules comprise:
· 36 hours contact time (1 hour lecture per week, 2 hour seminar per week)

· 30 hours Supported Open Learning 

· 134 hours independent study and assessment

In year 1 some modules will comprise a mixture of formative assessment and summative assessment. This will apply to 1EN011 Reading Texts 1 in the first instance, and may be extended to other modules if this proves to be a successful strategy in terms of supporting and retaining students. Year 1 modules are mainly assessed through writing essays; in order to maximise students’ success in writing essays, the strategy is to give them as much practice as possible.
In addition we have included timed assignments of different kinds, partly in the attempt to eradicate plagiarism, but also to inculcate the discipline of writing to time in a focused manner.
Film Studies

Learning and teaching strategies are chosen to enable the successful achievement of programme learning outcomes. The programme is concerned with ensuring that students have the opportunity to experience a wide range of teaching and learning strategies across the modules offered within its programme of study.
