	Criteria for Admission

· The UCAS tariff for the Specialist Programme is 200 points; 160 for the Joint Honours Programme. In both cases, this should normally include at least 2 A2 level subjects or a 12 unit GNVQ. 
· Candidates for entry must normally also have at least 3 GCSE passes at grade C (or equivalent) or above including English. 
· The English Language and Linguistics programme wishes to promote flexible and life-long learning, and as such, potential students without formal academic qualifications at A2/AS level (or equivalent) will be encouraged to make application and to seek entry via alternative routes available within the institution. 
· Applications are welcomed from mature candidates who may be able to use prior experiential learning (APEL) to substitute for modules in the programme if learning outcomes from the module match their experience.  All such requests will be treated individually and on merit.

	Progression and Graduation Requirements

The University’s general regulations for undergraduate awards apply to the programme.  

In addition, the following specific programme regulations apply in respect of progression and/or graduation:

Specialist programme:
1. Students must pass 1LL010 in order to progress to level 2
1. Students must study the compulsory modules 1LL020, 1LL030, 1LL050 and 1LL060 at level 1, 2CO030 and 2LL060 at level 2 and 3LL990 at level 2
1. Students must pass 3LL990 in order to gain the honours award.

Joint Honours programme:
1. Students must pass 1LL010 in order to progress to level 2
1. Students must study the compulsory modules 1LL050 at level 1.
1. Students must pass the modules 3LL990 or 3LL991 if they choose to study them as an option, in order to gain the honours award
